The museum offers in-house school programming, outreach, summer science camps, floor demonstrations and interactive exhibits. An average of 100,000 visitors experience the museum’s exhibits, programs or outreach annually.

The Arts and Science Center for Southeast Arkansas serves a 10-county area of the Arkansas Delta (total population of 229,544). Annual programming includes visual arts exhibitions, hands-on science exhibitions, live community theater productions, weekend classes for kids, science, art, and theater, summer camps, teacher workshops, and social events. The center also supports outreach programs, such as artist residencies, within Jefferson County.

The Arkansas Museum of Natural Resources features state-of-the-art exhibits as well as working equipment on display in its adjacent Oil Field Park. The museum’s exhibits tell the fascinating stories of this region’s natural resources, with special emphasis on petroleum and brine recovered for bromine extraction. The museum features a 25,000-square-foot main exhibition/research building that includes a 10,500-square-foot exhibit hall, orientation theater, exhibit work area, research center and museum store gift shop. A wide variety of year-round educational and interpretive programs are available to school groups and the public. The museum’s research center includes a special collection of library, archival and photographic materials that emphasize the history of this region.
